








WORK RULES

ATTENTION!
All trimmer work should be done in full gas mode.

Do not use a trimmer without a properly installed guard. During operation, monitor the health and sharpness
of the cord trimming knife. With the cover removed or defective, you will not be able to control the length
of the trimmer reel cord and, accordingly, the load on the motor and drive shaft.

ATTENTION!
Failure of the engine or drive shaft as a result of operation without a casing or with a faulty
casing cannot be repaired under warranty.

NOTE!
A Use the cyclic mode when mowing: 1 minute - full gas mode, then 5-10 seconds idling mode.

ATTENTION!

Idle mode is necessary in order to reduce the temperature inside the engine. Long continuous
operation of the engine at FULL rpm can lead to overheating of the engine and its failure.
Engine failure due to overheating cannot be repaired under warranty.

Main types of work

The main types of trimmer work are: cutting, mowing, removing vegetation cover and treating the lawn border.

Triming
With this type of work, grass is selectively mowed in a small area by moving the trimmer in a straight line. Move
the trimmer carefully to the place to be cut (fig. 12 a). Tilt the head (knife) a little to the side so that the waste does
not fly in your direction. If you are close to the barrier (fence, tree, wall), approach it at an angle so that the
waste does not ricoche in your direction. Be especially careful in the immediate vicinity of a wire or wire fence.
Cut can be done by cutting the stems one by one. Place the trimmer reel (knife) so that the ends of the cord
(knife) are close to the base of the weed (if you lift the cord higher, the stem will swing and wind onto the reel
axis). Use a cutting device to remove the stems successively, if necessary.

Mowing

Grass mowing in large areas occurs by moving the trimmer in an arc (Fig. 12 b). Move easily and smoothly, do
not make sudden movements. Tilt the spool / knife in such a way that the discarded waste is directed away
from you as the trimmer moves. Move trimmer in an arc parallel to the ground to mow grass, then return to
original position without grass mowing. If you are well protected and not worried about the waste thrown in
your direction, then you can mow in both directions.

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Land cover removal and lawn trimming

When vegetation is removed after work, bare ground remains.

Border processing is cutting grass when forming the borders of a lawn or in places where it has grown along
asidewalk or road (Fig. 12 d). In both cases, tilt the trimmer reel at a steep angle so as to prevent dirt and stones
from falling into you. Choose the angles that suit your size and working situation. For most types of trimming,
trimmer coil should be tilted so that the cord ends are in contact with the surface from the side where the coil
moves away from you (Fig. 13). Throw-away waste will not fly in your direction.

The trimmer should move parallel to the ground. When mowing high and / or soft vegetation, make sure that
the mowed grass does not wind on the trimmer reel axis. This complicates the rotation of the drive shaft
and increases the load on the engine.

Keep the trimmer reel clean during operation. Grass spooled on the axle can lead to heating and melting
of the coil, breakage of the drive shaft, overheating of the engine and its failure. Damage due to this reason
is not subject to warranty repair.

During operation, it is recommended to keep the trimmer in front of you, tilting so that the lower part
of the coil does not touch the ground, and the tip of the cord is at the desired cutting height. The trimmer
should be kept in such a way that cutting grass occurs in the direction away from the operator.

When processing areas adjacent to fences, fences, stone walls and foundations, the trimmer should be moved
slowly, trying to cut the grass as close as possible to the barrier, without touching it. Otherwise, the cord may
be wrapped around the barrier and cut off with the release of cord fragments in an arbitrary direction, which
may result in injury. When working around the trees, the trimmer should be moved slowly and carefully, so
that the cord does not touch the tree trunks and does not damage them. Trees when mowing grass go round
from left to right.

NOTE!
& High grass is recommended to mow in 2-3 doses, depending on the height of the grass.

After work, clean the trimmer from the remnants of the mowed grass, especially carefully clean the coil axis
from the wound grass. When cleaning the axle in some cases it is required to remove the head. Note that
the axis has a left-hand thread and, when removing the coil, it must be rotated clockwise, locking the axis,
as indicated in the “Installing the coil” section of this manual.

The trimmer is equipped with a semi-automatic coil. In order to release the cord from the trimmer coil,
it is sufficient in the process of work, without reducing the engine speed, to hit the coil button, located in its
lower part, lightly on the ground. Under the action of centrifugal forces, the cord will be lengthened, the excess
parts will be trimmed with a knife located on the casing apron.

ATTENTION!

A To avoid the destruction of the trimmer coil, do not strike the coil too hard. Determine the mini-
mum required force of impact experimentally, gradually increasing it, starting with
the smallest.
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Refueling coil cord

ATTENTION!

A Do not use a cord (fishing line) with a diameter greater than recommended. Increasing
the diameter of the fishing line leads to an overload of the engine and a reduction in the quality
of mowing.

To replace the cord (fishing line), follow these steps:

« presson the two coil latch latches located on the side and remove the lid;

«  remove the bobbin and spring;

« clean the spool from the remnants of the used cord;

+ cut 5-6 meters of the new cord, fold it in half and fix the inflection point of the cord in the spool in the same
way as the used cord was fixed;

« wind the cord on the spool in two streams in one direction, if there is a separating rib in the spool, wind
each stream in its own channel;

« fixthe ends of the cord, leaving 15-20 cm free, in special slots of the spool, which will allow you to assemble
the reel without unwinding the cord;

« insert the free ends of the cord into the holes of the coil cover;

- install the spring, spool in the coil body, fix the cover;

« with a sharp movement pull the ends of the cord out of the reel by 1-2 cm, so that the cord comes
out of the slots of the spool and the spool moves to the working position.

When the cord is correctly wound and the coil is assembled while the free ends of the cord are pulled out

and the coil button is briefly pressed, the cord should be released 20-25 mm.

After refilling the cord, if necessary, cut off the excess free cord so that the ends have the same length

of not more than 20 cm.

Cutting blade

The trimmer is equipped with a 3-blade metal cutting knife. A metal knife is used to mow thick grass
or weeds. To prevent kickback and destruction of the knife, do not use it to cut bushes or young trees. It is not
recommended to work with a knife if the site has large irregularities, a bumpy surface, deep pits or ditches.
It is not recommended to work with a knife near trees, shrubs, hedges. If the knife touches a hard obstacle,
the trimmer will be thrown to the side with the risk of injury. Collision of a rotating knife with stones and other
extraneous hard objects in the grass, as a rule, leads to the ejection of their fragments in an unpredictable
direction with great speed, which can lead to serious injuries.

ATTENTION!

A It is forbidden to work with a blunt knife. It is forbidden to work with a knife that has cracks,
chips or different lengths of blades. It is forbidden to work with a knife fixed with worn
or damaged nuts or washers. Remember, a metal knife, rotating with great frequency, with
the destruction or spontaneous disconnection from the trimmer is a great danger!

If you experience increased vibration on the knife during operation, immediately stop the engine and check
the installation and integrity of the knife, otherwise this may cause the trimmer to break.

ATTENTION!
If the knife hits an obstacle, immediately stop the engine and check the knife for damage.

After work, clean the trimmer from the remnants of the mowed grass, especially carefully clean the wound
grass from the knife axis. When cleaning the axle in some cases it is required to remove the knife. Note that
the axis has a left-hand thread and when removing the knife, you must rotate the nut clockwise, locking
the axis as indicated in the “Installing the knife” section of this manual.

To avoid unbalance of the knife, it is not recommended to sharpen the knife in the domestic
environment without special equipment. If the knife is blunt or the cutting edges are damaged,
replace the knife with a new one.

ATTENTION!
All maintenance work on the trimmer, except for the items listed in these maintenance

and operating instructions, must be performed by an authorized service center.

Maintenance dates are for normal use only. Under extreme operating conditions (heavy dust, heavy loads)
or longer daily work, the specified intervals should be reduced. The types of work performed and the service

time are shown in the table below.

Air filter

Clean or replace the foam air filter element every 10 hours of operation. The condition of the air filter is one
of the basic conditions for reliable engine operation.

Remove the air filter cover. Remove the air filter and wash it thoroughly, first in a soapy water solution, then
in clean warm water. Dry the filter at room temperature, soak it with 2-3 drops of engine oil before installing
the filter (fig. 14).

Plug

Regularly check the condition of the spark plugs. If dirt is found, clean the spark plug with a metal brush
and check the gap between the electrodes. The gap should be 0.5-0.6 mm.

Cooling system

If the cooling holes are contaminated with air for cleaning. Dirty ribs of the engine cylinder Clean the cylinder
fins regularly with a brush and / or compressed air.

Exhaust pipe

Periodically inspect the spark arrester of the engine, which is a metal grid located in the outlet of the muffler.
A contaminated spark arrestor can adversely affect engine performance and mowing quality. If contamination
is detected, clean the spark arrester with a brush or a brush.

Gearbox

At intervals indicated in the table of types of maintenance work, check for the presence of lubricant
in the gearbox. Remove the bolt located on the side of the gearbox (fig. 15). If necessary, add grease intended
for gearboxes using a syringe or replace the grease by contacting an authorized service center.

STORAGE

The trimmer should be stored in a dry, dust free place. During storage, the device must be protected from
precipitation. The presence in the air of vapors of acids, alkalis and other aggressive impurities is not allowed.
Store atambient temperature from 1 to +35 °C and relative air humidity not more than 80% at temperature
20 °C. Shelf life is not limited.

The device during storage must not be accessible to children.

In case of a break in work for more than 30 days, the following actions should be taken:

1. Drain the fuel residue from the fuel tank.

2. Startthe engine in order to remove residual fuel from the carburetor and fuel hoses.

3. Clean the trimmer head, protective cover and gearbox housing from grass residue.

4. Unscrew the spark plug.

ATTENTION!

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5. Fill the spark plug hole with 3-5 ml of clean engine oil for two-stroke air-cooled engines.

6. Slowly pull the starter cord several times so that the inner surfaces of the cylinder and piston are covered
with oil.

7. Install the piston in the upper position (pull the starter cord, keeping track of the position of the piston
through the spark plug hole).

8. Install the spark plug in place.

Resumption of work after long-term storage

1. Unscrew the spark plug.
2. Turn the trimmer upside down with the candle hole and vigorously pull the starter cord several times
to remove excess oil from the combustion chamber. Do not allow any oil to remain in the spark plug cap.
3. If necessary, clean, rinse in clean gasoline and dry the spark plug or install a new one.
4. Prepare the trimmer for use. Fill the fuel tank with freshly prepared fuel mixture.

TRANSPORTING

The device can be transported by any type of closed transport in the manufacturer's packaging or without it, with
protection of the product from mechanical damage, precipitation, exposure to chemically active substances.
The presencein the air of vapors of acids, alkalis and other aggressive impurities is not allowed. During loading
and unloading operations, the device should not be exposed to shocks, falls and atmospheric precipitation.

The conditions of transportation apparatus under the influence of climatic factors:

« ambient air temperature from - 40 to + 40 °C;

« relative air humidity not more than 80% at 20 °C.

When carrying the trimmer for short distances (when moving from one job to another) it is recommended
to stop the engine. Carry the trimmer hanged on a belt, holding the handles. Avoid contact with the silencer
of parts of the body (there is a risk of burns) and combustible substances (risk of fire).
